
PLANTING GREEN GRAFTS AND FIRST YEAR CARE



GREENGRAFTS- Newly grafted and rooted

·Buds are pushing

·Rootstock well rooted



1 YEAR FIELD GROWN PLANTS
Green grafts after 1 year in the ground- Note extensive root 
systems

Some grafts do not have extensive 
top growth first year, but will grow 
vigorously the second year.

Some grafts do have some good 
top growth the first year.



TAKING OWNERSHIP
·TRANSPORT- Green grafts are fragile the first 

year, and can break during careless transport 
or planting.  Even dropping the flat can cause 
the grafts to fail.

·HYDRATION- Small root systems need 
consistent water during the first year.

·STORAGE- Green grafts need to be planted 
quickly and will decline rapidly if stored in the 
sleeves, especially if not kept watered.



PRE-PLANT CONSIDERATIONS
·FIELDWORK

·Soil test- determines pre-plant fertilizer

·Irrigation- mustbe installed before planting

·Raised planting strip- warmer spring soil, 
better winter drainage
